Review the above quote and write in 1000 words or less an essay based on its relevance to current
times, what it may mean to you personally, and how it can help today's society. Participants are
strongly encouraged to refer to Tagore's works for reference. The Essays however will be judged
primarily on creativity, focus and language skills.
